[II] For example, Hoi An has 

promoted “no plastic waste” hotels and aims to reduce plastic waste by 13-15% annually, targeting zero plastic 

by 2025. [III] Additionally, green tours such as garbage collection boat tours in Hoi An, cave exploration in 

Phong Nha-Ke Bang, and turtle watching tours in Con Dao are attracting tourists. [IV]
